Greenwich Mean (or Meridian) Time is international time and the basis of the
world time clock. This gives the exact date and time of different locations of the
world. Hence, Greenwich is the place from where all time zones are measured.
The Greenwich Meridian (Prime Meridian or Longitude Zero degrees) marks
the starting point of every time zone in the world. GMT is Greenwich Mean
(or Meridian) Time, it is the mean (average) time that the earth takes to rotate
from noon-to-noon.
